The theme of this year’'s World Book Day is ‘Read Your Way’. During the day, children will be
completing a number of Reading for Pleasure activities, as well as basing their work around some of
their favourite book characters. Alongside this, children are also invited to come into school out of
uniform on Thursday 6th March 2025.

There are a number of easy, home-made character dress
up ideas which you can search for online that may inspire your child. However, your child may also
wear something cosy that they can relax in with a good book if they do not wish to dress up this year.
